· When the student gets their permit, he/she should go to our website www.reflexdrivingschool.com to book their drive times under the current students tab.  Booking is first come - first serve.  
· Student MUST have the original permit (not the receipt) with them at all in-car lessons.  We will need a copy of your driving permit for our records.  

· If the student has scheduled drive time and is not available to drive because of routine school or extra-curricular activities (dance, sports, etc.), please go to our website and cancel the drive-time.
· There will be no driving in heavy rain!

· Because we primarily drive during rush-hour, not driving in the rain is for the student’s own safety.  If you have a question as to whether you will drive or not, please call.

· Students must cancel drives 24 hours in advance to avoid being charged a no-show fee. There will be a $20 charge for a No-Show!

NOTICE TO PARENTS AND GUARDIANS

From the Texas Department of Licensing and Regulation

TDLR licenses Reflex Driving School and its instructors.  As parents and guardians of a teenager, you are entitled to know the minimum requirements of a teen driver education course.

· There are thirty-two (32) required hours of classroom instruction.  The classroom instruction phase shall be completed with the timelines stated and all 32 hours must be attended and successfully completed or made up.  Only two (2) hours of scheduled classroom instruction are permitted per day.

· Your teen must attend the first six (6) hours of classroom instruction before a learner’s permit will be issued by the Department of Public Safety (DPS).

· There are fourteen (14) hours of in-car instruction.  Seven (7) clock hours of behind-the-wheel instruction and an additional seven (7) clock hours of in-car observation are required.  Sixty (60) minutes of actual driving per day is the maximum allowable, except that one one-hundred twenty (120) minute lesson is allowed during the seven hours.

· There is a maximum of four (4) hours of driving activities per day.  These activities included scheduled classroom, make-up classroom, behind-the wheel driving.  In-car observation time is unlimited.

GRADUATED DRIVER LICENSE PROGRAM

The Texas Graduated Licensing Law went into effect January 1, 2002.

The GDL law applies to all students age 15 to 17, who received a permit on January 1, 2002 or after.

There are two phases of licensing for all teens before graduating to a full driver license. This is called the Graduated Driver License Program. 

   Phase I - Learner License

· This entry-level restricted driver license allows you to practice driving with a licensed adult before you graduate to the next level.

· You must be between 15 and 17 years of age. 

· You must have completed all 32 hours of the driver education online classroom using the block method.

· You must provide evidence that you: 

· Obtained a high school diploma or its equivalent; or

· Are a student enrolled in a public, private, or home school and attended school for at least 90% of the time in the fall or spring semester preceding the date of application; or

· Are currently enrolled in a program to prepare you to pass the high school equivalency exam. You must have been enrolled for the previous 45 days from the date of applying for your learner license; or

· If you are applying during the summer and are still enrolled in school, your last report card for the most recent school year is acceptable provided it has your name, a list of absences, and a complete listing of grades.  

· You must have a licensed adult 21 years or older in the front passenger seat when driving.

· You must hold this license for at least six months, unless you turn 18. 

· You are restricted from using a wireless communications device, including a hands-free device, except in the case of an emergency.

· If your license is suspended at any time while you hold a learner license, the initial six-month period increases by the number of days of the suspension.  This is to make sure you hold a valid learner license for a full six-months.

· Your learner license will expire on your 18th birthday.

Phase II – Provisional Driver License

· You must have held your valid learner license for at least six-months, unless you have reached 18 years of age

· You must be between 16 and 17 years of age

· You must have completed behind-the-wheel portion of driver education, which includes: 

· 7 hours of sitting beside the instructor, watching the instructor demonstrate certain points of instruction

· 7 hours of driving and demonstrating to the instructor that you have learned the points of instruction

· 30 hours of behind the wheel driving practice, of which at least 10 hours must be at night with a licensed driver 21 years of age or older in the vehicle at all times

· You must have completed the Impact Texas Teen Driver Program within the previous ninety (90 days of taking your skills test

· You must successfully pass your driving test

· Expires on your 18th birthday

· You may not drive a motor vehicle with more than one passenger in the vehicle under 21 who is not a family member

· You may not drive a motor vehicle between midnight and 5:00 a.m., unless the operation of the vehicle is necessary for the driver to work, to attend or participate in a school-related activity, or due to a medical emergency

· You are restricted from using a wireless communications device, including a hands-free device, except in the case of an emergency

· This driver license will expire when you turn 18.  You will need to visit your local driver license office within 30 days of it expiring to renew it.  You will then be issued a driver license for individuals under 21 years of age.

DPS Required Documents

Documents Needed To Get Your Permit, You Will Need:

· Your parent or guardian

· The green certificate you get when successfully completing the first week of class
· Your ORIGINAL birth certificate or an official DPS ID Card.

· Your ORIGINAL Social Security CARD (not a letter showing application).

· A Verification of Enrollment (VOE) form from your school attendance clerk.

· $16.00

· Please see RESIDENCY REQUIREMENT FORM attached to this packet.

You can get your license after you have held your permit for six (6) months; as long as you are 16 at that time.  If you are not 16 – you must wait until your 16th birthday to get your license.

You now have the option of being road tested at Reflex Driving School sister school or DPS when you are ready to get your license.

To Get Your License, You Will Need:

· Your original permit.

· Your parent or guardian.

· Another Verification of Enrollment (VOE) form from your school attendance clerk / Report Card.

· The green certificate you will get when you successfully completed the in-car portion of the class.

· Impact Texas Teen Driver’s Certificate.

· Completed thirty (3) Hour Log

· Vehicle and Car Insurance

Refund/Termination/Discontinued Course Policy

Refunds are based on the period of enrollment computed on the basis of course time expressed in clock hours.


The effective date of the termination for refund purposes, will be the earliest of the following:

(a) The last day of attendance, if the student is terminated by the school. 
(b) The date of receipt of written notice from the student.
(c) the 10th school day following the last day of attendance.
If tuition is collected in advance of entrance and, if a student does not enter the school, terminates enrollment, or withdraws, the school:

(a) May retain not more than $50.00 as administrative expense; and
(b) Shall refund that portion of the classroom tuition and fees and behind-the-wheel tuition and fees that correspond to services the student does not receive.
The school shall refund items of extra expense to the student, including instructional supplies, books, laboratory fees, service charges, rentals, deposits any and all other charges not later than the 30th day after the effective date of enrollment if:


The effective date of the termination for refund purposes, will be the earliest of the following:

(a) The extra expenses are separately stated and shown in the information provided before enrollment. 
(b) The student returns to the school any property in the student’s possession.
A full refund of all tuition and fees is due and refundable in each of the following cases:

(a) When an enrollee is not accepted by the school. 
(b) If the course of instruction is discontinued by the school at this location.
(c) If the student’s enrollment was procured as a result of any misrepresentation in advertising, promotional materials of the school, misrepresentation by the owner or representation of the school.
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
